Please read the below instructions closely and ensure you include all of your information to avoid delay.  Attach any supporting documents that are required.  

1.  SAAF Grant Request Form (page 1).  Complete this page.
2.  Applicant’s General Information Form (page 2) – Include a detailed statement fully explaining the emergency and reasons for your request for assistance.  Include any information you think might support your request.  Attach a copy of your current monthly Leave and Earnings Statement (LES). 
2.  Applicant’s Financial Worksheet Information (page 3):  Include copies (NOT originals) of current bills, etc., supporting your request.  Current financial information is vital – include your sources of income and amounts, your monthly expenditures and describe your current debts.  Be sure debts include remaining balance, monthly payment and months past due.  Bills that are not current (current billing cycle) will not be considered. For overdue rent issues, a statement from landlord is acceptable.
3.  Unit Validation Certification Form (page 4).  (Direct applications will not be reviewed).  The unit must endorse your request for assistance either by formal letter or email to this office.  This endorsement must indicate the writer has verified your emergency and fully supports it.  The statement must indicate that the applicant is a member in good standing – with no present or pending adverse actions or debt to the government.
